Proposals on Proteus are formatted to include a very short ‘headline’ summary that you 

would consider suitable as a public facing billing for your programme, then a longer 

synopsis.

Your vision for the rural life strand, including your preferred presenter/presenters and 

short sample running orders with details of item ideas, contributors and locations for 

three different editions of the programme: 

¶ A magazine format  

¶ A one-subject special
